Acadian Timeline 
o Acadians had been in Acadie from 1604 to deportation  

o Landed at St. Croix Island in 1604 then moved to  Port 
Royal in 1605 due to famine on the Island

o Joseph Broussard dit Beausoleil, due to an agreement he 
made with the British, led the group that was to be 
imprisoned, to Fort Cumberland (old Fort Beausejour)  

o Fort Cumberland, then were transported to Georges 
Island, off the coast of Halifax, Nova Scotia later in 1760                                                                 



o French King cedes the Louisiana territory to his cousin, 
the Spanish King, due to depleted funds from the 7 years 
war that ended in 1763, after the Treaty of Paris 
 

o Joseph charters a boat and heads to Saint-Domingue 
(Haiti) with 600 Acadians in two groups, between 1764 
and 1765 
 

o February 1765, Joseph and a group of 193 Acadians 
arrive in New Orleans, more came after 
 

o 1765, 231 people departed for the Attakapas District 
landing around the area of Fausse Point (Loreauville) 
 



o Four Spanish governors rule the Louisiana territory prior to     
Louisiana  entering   into the American Revolution: Ulloa, 
from 1766-мтсуΤ hΩwŜƛƭƭȅΣ ŦǊƻƳ мтсф-1770; Uzanga, from 
1770-1777; and then Galvez is sent to New Orleans from 
1777-1785.  Galvez attacked Fort Manchac in 1779 at which 
time Spain entered into the American Revolution and ended  
formally in 1783, at the signing of the Treaty of Paris.

o Galvez recruits Spanish soldiers from the Canary Islands 

ÅSeveral hundred Islenos arrive in New Orleans between 
1778 and 1779 

ÅSoldiers are to be used to keep the British on the east 
side of the Mississippi river 

ÁMost of the Islenos remained in four areas; Valenzuela, 
Galveztown, Lafourche and Terre au Bouef to establish 
a line of defense against the British who were on the

o The Spanish King wanted to occupy and settle the 
Attakapas District 

ÅSeveral Malaguenos arrive in New Orleans in 1779 and 16 
families are sent to the Teche Area, Charenton then to 
New Iberia 

ÁSome of the Islenos travel with the Malaguenos to the 
Attakapas District 

ÅMiguel Romero and his family are one of those who 
settled in the New Iberia area and is considered as one of
